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REGIONAL MEETINGS - EUROPEAN REGIONAL MEETING

On the 6th of May 2011 the European Association of 
Judges met in Malta. The meeting was hosted by the 
Maltese Association of Judges. The countries that 
attended were Armenia, Austria, Azerbaijan, Belgium, 
Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, 
France, Germany, Hungary, Iceland, Israel, Italy, 
Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, 
Moldova, Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Portugal, 
Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, 
Turkey, Ukraine and United Kingdom.
The president of the E.A.J, Justice Gerhard Reissner 
informed the delegates that he had forwarded the 
resolution on salaries together with the resolution 
concerning the remuneration of Judges in Europe, 
which was adopted in Cracow in 2009, to the CCEJ. 
He also stated a letter had been sent to the Icelandic 
authorities on the subject of the reduction of salaries 
of judicial officers. He also reported back on a fact 
finding mission to Sofia and also about co-operation 
with European organisations and bodies, for example, 
the Council of Europe, the European Union, the 
Vienna Human Rights Agency and the European 
Network of the Councils for the Judiciary-ENCJ. In 
respect to the European Affairs Commission of the 
International Union of Notaries, it was stated that 
Deputy Secretary-General Oberto had attended the 
meeting in Tirana, where new joint initiatives were 
discussed pertaining to the organization of a congress 
dealing with the selection of Judges and Notaries in 
Europe. The president also referred to the possible co
—operation in the future with the Directorate 
General of Human Rights and Legal Affairs, which is 
tasked with the promotion and training on the rule of 
law to new member states of the Council of Europe 
and neighboring countries. A report of the Working 
Group on the State of Member Associations was 
presented by the Chairperson to this committee, Mr 
Stephan Gass. The position in Bulgaria was out-lined, 
with Mr Gass mentioning that the written report 
contained the findings of the working group. The 
Bulgarian delegate expressed sincere thanks for the 

findings of the report. The President of the E.A.J 
expressed his concern at the uneasiness of Bulgarian 
Judges who are currently under pressure by the 
Executive and do not feel protected by the Judicial 
Council. It was decided to send this report to the 
Council of Europe and to the European Commission. 
The position in Slovakia was then discussed. Mr Gass 
explained the concerns pertaining to the Slovakian 
Association as well  as the Slovakian Judiciary, 
specifically in respect to the judicial independence in 
Slovakia. Judicial remuneration and inappropriate 
criticisms of judicial decisions by the Executive were 
also of serious concern. The president of the Slovak 
Association gave an account of the problems 
pertaining to judicial independence and also the 
problem pertaining to two competing associations in 
Slovakia. The honorary president Woratsch indicated 
that he had tried to unite the two associations but to 
no avail. This division was also not assisting the 
Judges in their cause. It was indicated the current 
President of the Supreme Court and the former 
Minister of Justice, Mr Hrabin had contributed to 
these obstacles being present. The working group 
needs further information about the proposed 
legislation in Slovakia, after which the President of 
the E.A.J will write a letter to the Slovak authorities 
indicating the proposed resolutions to be adopted at 
the Istanbul conference in September. The letter will 
address the E.A.J’s concern pertaining to the existing 
misuse of disciplinary proceedings against Judges.
The French association distributed a guide on Judges 
rights in France, prepared by the French Association, 
in order to inform French Judges of their legal rights.
The Hungarian association reported the concerns 
they had in respect to issues pertaining to retirement 
age in their country. It was unanimously decided that 
a letter would be sent by the president of the E.A.J to 
address this.
Italy reported that they will submit a document prior 
to the meeting of Istanbul outlining the envisaged 
reforms of the judiciary in Italy.
Iceland reported that an increase had been effected to 
judicial  salaries in Iceland, but it was temporary, 
ending in 2013. They requested the President of the 
E.A.J to send another letter to Icelandic authorities 
voicing their criticism that this was awarded to 
certain Judges only.
The topic of freezing of or reduction of salaries in 
many European countries was discussed. The 
Associations of Italy, Iceland, Portugal and Spain are 
predominantly affected by the reduction of salaries of 
Judges.

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The President of the E.A.J group expressed a concern 
pertaining to the re-election process of Judges and 
Prosecutors in Serbia.The resolutions taken in Dakar 
and Bordeaux, together with a copy of the 
Declaration of the CCJE on this issue was sent to the 
Serbian President, Minister of Justice, Ombudsman, 
President of the High Council, and the President of 
the Constitutional Court. Copies were also forwarded 
to the European President of the Commission, Vice-
President of the Commission, the CCJE and the 
Venice Commission. The reactions that have been 
received thus far are all very supportive.
The discussion on the possible amendment of the 
const i tut ion o f the IAJ, per ta in ing to the  
prerequisites for membership to the IAJ as an 
ordinary or extraordinary member was postponed to 
the meeting in Istanbul.
The future dates of the E.A.J Regional group are:
10-13 May 2012 in Amsterdam, Netherlands
2013 the meeting will take place in St. Gallen, 
Switzerland
2014 the meeting will take place in Limassol, Cyprus.

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The African Regional group met in Bamako, Mali 
from 20-23 June 2011. The conference was hosted by 
the Mali Association of Judges. The two topics that 
were dealt with at this conference were : firstly, “The 
role of the Judiciary in the consolidation of 
democracy in Africa”, and secondly, “The role of the 
judge in the protection of the environment in Africa”. 
The meeting was presided over by the president of 
the African group, Justice Cagney Musi as well as the 
president of the I.A.J, Justice Fatoumata Diakite as 
well as the deputy secretary-general of the I.A.J, Mr 
Giacomo Oberto. The countries that were present 
were Algeria, Benin, Burkina Faso, Cameroon, Dem. 
Rep. of Congo, Guinea (observer), Ivory Coast, Mali, 
Mozambique (observer), South Africa, Senegal and 
Togo. Of importance at this meeting was the presence 
of the observer countries, namely, Burkina Faso, 
Guinea and Mozambique. President Musi encouraged 
a culture of information sharing amongst the African 
member countries of the I.A.J. He referred to the 
visit of the delegation of the Democratic Republic of 
Congo to South Africa whereby he explained to the 
delegation that only one association per country may 
be a member of the I.A.J, and that the RDC is already 
represented by SYNAMAC. He offered to mediate 
between the two associations in order that they might 
amongst themselves decide on one representative to 
the I.A.J.  President Musi urged that more African 
countries should be part of the I.A.J and urged all 
delegations to make contact with other African 
countries to convince them to become members of 
the I.A.J. During the report by the various countries, 
the Ivory Coast stated that the judiciary had been 
affected by the recent political events in their country. 
The Malian Association stated that Constitutional 
reforms were underway which would affect the High 
Council of the Judiciary. The Association of the 
Democratic Republic of Congo stated that certain 
changes had taken place in their country resulting in 
certain Judges losing their posts. The Association of 
Senegal stated that in their country there was a lack 

of confidence in the judiciary and that the association 
was doing everything possible to sensitize the public. 
South Africa stated that the Chief Justice had created 
a remuneration committee and that the Judicial 
Association of Judges of South Africa participated in 
this structure. 
! The three observer countries were given an 
opportunity to remark on their respective countries 
and Burkina Faso indicated that the principle of the 
separation of powers was not fully implemented in 
their country and many conflicts had arisen between 
the judiciary and the executive. It was stated that the 
judges embarked on a three week strike which 
received support from the legal professions. Burkina 
Faso stated that the minister’s powers are currently 
too wide and that a commission has been set up to 
also consider the views of judges.
The Association of Guinea expressed the efforts that 
their association had achieved since 2007 when they 
had opposed the former President resulting in the 
formation of a specia l new ministr y which 
concentrated on managing conflicts. The Association 
of Guinea further stated that they had submitted 
proposals during the Assembly arranged by the 
President of the country in March 2011.
The Association of Mozambique expressed its desire 
to be accepted as a member to the I.A.J and stated 
that even though problems were st i l l being 
experienced in their country they were confident they 
would be overcome. The report in respect to the 
inclusion of Mozambique in the I.A.J, compiled by 
Ms Van Schalkwyk (South Africa, as first rapporteur) 
and Mr Igreja Matos (Portugal, as second rapporteur) 
will be placed on the agenda of the Central Council 
meeting in Istanbul.
The report on the inclusion of the Democratic 
Republic of Congo as ordinary member will be 
completed soon. The report on Guinea as inclusion as 
member of the I.A.J was also ready. The reports for 
the inclusion of Algeria and Benin as ordinary 
members would also be submitted for approval in 
Istanbul.
A discussion ensued on the criteria and conditions of 
membership to the I.A.J. The African Regional group 
resolved that the current distinction between 
ordinary and extraordinary membership should be 
eliminated and that all current extraordinary 
members should automatically become ordinary 
members.
The Association of Guinea declared its availability for 
the next African Regional meeting. The topic of this 
conference will still be announced.

The Iberoamerican regional group met in Recife, 
Brazil from 17-18 may 2011. The member countries 
that attended were Argentina, Chile, Brazil, Costa 
Rica, El Salvator, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Spain, 
Portugal, Paraguay, Puerto Rico and Uruguay.
The President of the Iberoamerican group opened 
the meeting. The aspects pertaining to judicial 
independence were discussed. Highlighted was the 
appointment of Judges and their earnings which is 
essential for judicial independence. 

Each of the member associations then spoke about 
the status of judicial independence in their respective 
countries.
The Association of Judges and Magistrates of 
Honduras (observer) expressed a total dissatisfaction 
in regard to the power the executive exerts in respect 
to the judiciary, in that the executive questions 
judicial decisions directly affecting the independence 
of Judges.
The Association of Judges and Magistrates of 
Guatamala (observer), expressed a concern about the 
vulnerability of judges and magistrates, the security of 
tenure of judges of the first instance and judges who 
are elected for a five year period. The composition of 
the governing body of the judiciary and the judicial 
disciplinary board was also a matter of concern.
The Association of Judges and the justice officials of 
Argentina raised the concern that there was a delay

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on the side of the executive in appointing 152 judges 
who were eligible for appointment.
The Association of Judges and Magistrates in 
Colombia (observer), gave an outline how the 
proposed article 125 of the Constitution, which is to 
be introduced by their National Congress will affect 
the judiciary.
The Association of Judges and Magistrates of 
Nicaragua expressed a concern about the possible 
manipulation of appointment of judges when their 
term of office was up for renewal.
On the agenda was also the incidents affecting three 
colleagues, one, Justice Pachi Tapia of Bolivia, Justice 
Maria Lourdes Afuini of Venezuela, and a colleague 
from Columbia that was assassinated whilst effecting 
his judicial function.

A declaration was signed by the countries attending, 
calling on the governments of all the affected 
countries, for a neutral and independent judiciary; 
free from external and internal pressures; eliminating 
any indirect pressure on the appointment of judges to 
renewable terms; being autonomous and able to 
manage its own budgets and resources; and ensuring 
security for judges thereby ensuring a proper 
independent judiciary. The signed declaration is to be 
strictly observed by all affected countries, to ensure 
the separation of powers, which is an essential 
element for the rule of law, which is also in line with 
the minimum standards on the independence of the 
judiciary and the declaration signed by the Latin 
American Judges in Campeche on 15 April 2008.

On 7 November the ANAO Regional group met at 
the Le Meridien in Dakar, Senegal. The countries 
present were Australia, Canada, Italy, Kazakhstan, 
Puerto Rico and the United States. Absent was the 
Vice President Joanna Seybert who regrettably due to 
the death of her father was unable to attend. 
Condolences are extended to Joanna Seybert. Justice 
Robert Blair chaired the meeting and was also 
unanimously elected as the new president of the 
ANAO Regional Group. Judge Joanna Seybert is 
thanked for the wonderful work she has done during 
the term of her office.
The various countries reported on their activities for 
the past year. 

The United States reported on the quadrennial 
conference which was held in Washington DC. This 
was referred to in the 1st IAJ newsletter. Of interest is 
that United States Judges had also sought lobbyists to 
seek to achieve pay fairness in office. Senior Federal 
Judges have filed a lawsuit which is now pending for 
potential hearing in the United States Supreme Court.
Australia reported that some Federal Court Judges 
still suffered from a differential tax treatment arising 
from provisions relating to superannuation levies. It 
was reported that the Victorian Attorney General 
encouraged Judges to act as mediators when dealing 
with cases.
Canada reported concerns that Judges are appointed 
to public enquiries and are also appointed as Judges of 
specialized administrative tribunals dealing for 
example with aboriginal claims. In these tribunals 
they do not act as Judges but are expected to carry 
out their normal judicial functions without the 
necessary support.
Kazakhstan reported that their association of Judges 
started in 1994 following the independence of

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Kazakhstan in 1991. It was stated that the structure of 
their courts is similar to those in Europe.
Judges from Canada stated that Judges in their 
country participated regularly in dispute resolutions, 
including mediation and also participated in 
settlement conferences.  
A discussion took place in respect to mentoring of 
Judges being considered for appointment. Reference 
was made of a new commission in Italy responsible 
for examining judgments of candidates eligible for 
appointment to the Court of Cassations. This 
commission is tasked with evaluating “technical” 
aspects of the judgments and not the merits. The 
process has been in place in Italy for more than a year 

and a half. Reference was also made to Kazakhstan 
where institutional mentoring for Judges has been in 
place for more than three years.
In respect to Kazakhstan’s application for ordinary 
membership to the IAJ, it was unanimously adopted 
that the IAJ should consider the Kazakhstan 
application as a continuation of its previous 
application for ordinary membership rather than as a 
new application.
It was decided that the topic for the 2011 ANAO 
group meeting would be “The role of Judges as 
mediators: implications for judicial independence and 
the rule of law”.

News from South Africa

Meeting of the South African group 
JOASA, with members from the the 

Syndicat De La Magistrature Du Congo

On Friday the 6th of May, the members of the 
Judicial Officers Association of South Africa met 
the Syndicat De La Magistrature Du Congo in 
Johannesburg, South Africa. Present were Justice 
Cagney Musi, ex-president of JOASA (President 
of the African group of the IAJ), Mr Maumela,
